Banana cake with lemon 
icing recipe  

 

Ingredients:  

¶ 125g unsalted butter, softened  

¶ 1 cup caster sugar  

¶ ½ cup brown sugar  

¶ 2 eggs  

¶ 1 cup mashed banana (2 large bananas)  

¶ ½ teaspoon vanilla extract  

¶ 2 cups plain flour  

¶ 2 teaspoons baking powder  

¶ ½ cup milk  

¶ Lemon icing  

¶ 1 cup icing sugar  

¶ 2-3 tablespoons lemon juice.  

Method:  

Preheat oven to 180°C. Butter a 20cm square cake tin and line 
with baking paper.  

Cream butter and sugar until light and fluffy. Beat in one egg at a 
time, then bananas and vanilla. Sift dry ingredients into mixture, 
alternating with milk and beat until combine d. Pour into prepared 
tin and bake for 45 minutes or until a skewer inserted into the 
centre of the cake comes out clean.  

Allow cake to cool for 5 minutes in the tin and then turn out onto 
a wire rack to cool.  

To make the icing, combine icing sugar and en ough lemon juice to 
make a smooth paste. Spread icing onto cold cake.

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Milestones: 
Developmental achievements are called 'milestones'. Growth and 

development milestones are meant to be used as a guide, and not 

something to worry about. While there is a wide range of 'normal' in the 

growth and development of your baby, most babies do actually pass 

through developmental stages in the same order. 

Regardless of what your parenting bible tells you your baby should be 

doing in Week 12, your gut instincts will tell you more about whether 

your baby is thriving than a list of milestones ever will.  

Developmental milestones tend to be grouped according to body parts: 

¶ Gross motor skills are the large body movements that involve 

the coordination and control of large muscles and refer to 

skills such as sitting, walking and running.  

¶ Fine motor skills are the small body movements that involve 

the coordination and control of small muscles and refer to 

skills such as picking up blocks, clapping hands and holding a 

book.  

¶ Vision refers to the eyes and your baby's ability to see and 

interpret what she sees.  

¶ Hearing and speech: hearing is the ability to hear, listen to and 

interpret sounds; speech is the ability to understand and learn 

language.  

¶ Social and emotional behaviour and understanding refer to 

your child's ability to learn and interact with others and 

includes the skills needed for playing with others, 

communicating and developing empathy.

July has been a great month in the preschool room. A big warm 

welcome to our new friends Charlize, Joshua and Nicolas who have 

joined us from the Kindy Pink room. 

 

We are having such a fantastic time in the room and have been very 

busy with some science experiments. We have been looking at acid 

(vinegar) and calcium (eggshell) and what effect they have on each 

other. We are also growing some salt crystals on pieces of string and 

talking about evaporation. 

They seem to enjoy the experiments so we hope to continue with some 

more over the next few weeks. 

 

Our brains have been put to the test with small piece puzzles and 

matching games. A favourite activity at the moment is the felt boards, 

we love to make a picture with the different shapes then tell a story to 

go with it.
