Alphalv 2s News

The children are now learning about “Ma Maison” (My
House) in their French classes. This is a great module for
making the children’s new language practical and giving
them lots of opportunity to use their new language in day -
to-day situations. In this module we introduce the parts of
the house including bedroom, kitchen, hall, bathroom and
backyard. The children will join Pierre as he plays hide and
seek with his friends, helps his mother clean the house and
has a barbeque in the backyard. Lots of new core phrases
are introduced: “Welcome to my house,” “We’re finished!”,
“What is that?” and “Good idea.” This module’s colour is
orange and we introduce number 6. Our craft activities are
very tactile as we make collages with fabrics, magazine cut
outs and leaves from the backyard! The children will also be
challenged by games such as ‘fish’, ‘flash card roulette’ and
‘skittles.’

Our bilingual program is run by AlphaTykes. More
information about the program including pronunciation
guides and information about the curriculum can be found at
www.alphatykes.com.au. CD’s, story books, activity books
and flash cards for all “Less Animaux a la Maison” and “Ma
Maison” modules are now available for purchase so that your
child can practise at home and become fluent faster.

We had a very busy month in the Bumble Bees room in July.

We have been busy exploring Dinosaurs, which has been a very popular topic
of discussion. We have been looking at Dinosaurs through books, pictures,
activities and craft. You may have seen our display showing a big dinosaur
painted by the children and an even bigger Dinosaur brought in by Bree which
we discovered would be the size of a real baby Tyrannosaurus Rex!

The T-Rex proved to be the most popular Dinosaur of our theme and we learnt
his name means ‘Kind of the Lizards!’ Our friends engaged in some Dinosaur
activities including stomping paintings, dramatic play with toy Dinosaurs and
spray painting Dinosaur footprints. Ethan Bl also brought in a “Dinosaur egg”
which was very exciting —we put it in water and watched it hatch over a few

days. Over all this has been a great theme to explore.

In July we also had a special Science day thanks to Katherine (Xavier's mum)
who came in to talk to us and show us about Static electricity. It was
interesting to watch the objects react to a metal Sphere, String standing up
and metal plates flying off one by one. Kate also showed us how to make
static electricity using balloons, which we rubbed on our heads and they could

stick to almost anything like magic.

Other exciting events in July were our excursion to the Library and Crazy hair
day!

Last week Vanessa brought in some Tadpoles from her pond for us to look
after. We look forward to exploring their life-cycle and the theme of Frogs and
Amphibians over the next few weeks. We have also come to the end of the
letter land alphabet so we will be looking at sounds and vowels to give children

a better understanding of words and sounds.
