Another popular activity has been Duplo Construction on the large table 

where they have been able to create wonderful structures. This 

experience has also been great for the childrenõs Social skills as the table 

allows for a larger group to take part and allowing for conversation and a 

chance to practice sharing.   

 

We have been lucky enough to have a few  days outside to enjoy our new 

sandpit. The children have enjoyed exploring this sensory experience while 

getting a chance to get out in the fresh air.   

 

The staff have noticed that the children are really improving with their 

self help skills. They are v ery keen to have a go at putting their shoes and 

socks on after sleep and many are successful.  

Also after meal times the children are scraping their plates and putting 

their plates and cups onto the trolley. Some are even asking to help with 

wiping tables  and using the brush and shovel to sweep the floor! Well done 

Wallabies.  

 

The children have been talking at group times about their families and 

asking staff to help them draw pictures of the members of their families.  

We are going to be making a book all about the Wallabies families so if you 

could bring in a family photo or two to add to our book that would be 

great.

Dear Parents, 
 
We are closing quickly into the end of the year and soon, most us will  
be looking into schools next year, going for orientations and visits.  
 
We continue to work together towards our group goals of being 
effecting communicators and involved learners, empathy & equality.  
 
We have been busy learners in the month of June & July with the 
various languages we are learning. 
Some of us, including the teachers, Hanny & Kumin, originated from 
different cultures but have learnt we are all equals. We had the 
opportunity to teach our friends  to count from one to ten in the various 
languages, Indonesian/Malay, Chinese/Mandarin, Vietnamese, 
Japanese, Singhalese, & Spanish (thanks to the childrenôs program 
Dora The explorer). We have also been singing songs in Indonesian, 
Malay & a bit of Japanese. 
We continue to enjoy learning the alphabets and sounding out the 
letters. From this, most of us have delved into writing letter, words and 
our own names. 
 
We have been exploring the various textures of materials that we can 
make with for Art & Craft. We explored clay, feathers, felt, cardboard, 
ribbons and still continue to learn through mixing colours.  
We also continue to encourage children to learn & investigate more 
about natural material and how teachers incorporate these into the 
room and experiences. 
Children have been really keen on drawing, writing and colouring 
throughout most of the day. This interest progresses in groups at the 
art tables where children independently take their own materials they 
would like to use and make with. Our drawings are continuing to 
become more detailed and recognizable. 
 
Outdoors, we extend our gross motor skills through bike riding, which 
the children enjoy very much and are patiently taking turns , exploring 
the sandpit and incorporating natural materials into the experience. We 
practise our spatial awareness, balance and exercise our larger muscles 
with running and exercising.  
 
We continue to have our visitors in the Possum room with fun, 
educational experiences but please be reminded that these activities 
are of a separate charge than the childcare fees. We have Kinder 
Fitness on Tuesday, Possum Potters on Thursday & Jitterbugs on 
Friday. 
 
I am very sad to say goodbye to Love Kids & it has been a wonderful, 
learning experience for me. Thank you to all parents for your support , 
partnerships, co-operation, involvement and kind words throughout my 
time here. All of you & your children will be missed very much. I wish 
you and your children all the best in future endeavours.
