Dear Parents,

A warm welcome to all our Kindy children and families.  Both Susan 
and I (Tamara) look forward to the year ahead, working hard in hand 
with you in providing a safe, positive and fun learning environment for 
your child.

The past month we have been focussing on settling our new and old 
friends back to Kindy.

Some tips we have to offer to assist separation anxiety are: 

 Begin with orientation days or half days or attend with your 
child through moving activities.

 Allow time to stay and play with your child or settle your child 
with a staff member before leaving.

 Always say goodbye to your child.  Your child needs to maintain 
a sense of trust with both yourself and caregiver.

 Discus with your child about upcoming visits to Kindy – suggest 
your child’s favourite activities on our ‘Programming Ideas’ 
sheet (located near programming).

Gradually you child will be able to hold the memory that you will return 
and will become confident and secure in the environment and separate 
with ease.

Pesto Pasta with Cherry Tomatoes
