We have been working on new art work to decorate our room in la st
few weeks. Our clever children have been done different art works with
a variety of art media including texta drawing, shaped pasting, shaped
sponge painting and shaped foam collage and so on . Majority of
children not only are able to grip the texta by using hands, but also can
pick collage piece and stick on the paper, which develop their fine
motor skills and eye- hand coordination skills.

For nursery children (6months -13 months), we have been encouraging
nursery to stand on their own or by holding car eds hand,
very well and also happy to be independent to show off their new
standing skills which they have gained from daily practicing. We also
encourage nursery to hold water/milk bottle with both hand when
drinking.

The children love story time and like to point out different objects that
they can see in the books. Their attention spans are increasing through
group time experiences because they are engage in what is happening.

If you have any logs, thick braches or leaves around your hoe that we
could use in the room please bring them in so that we can e xperience
some nature inside.

We are working hard on reminding the children to use their manners.
We encourage the children to say please and thankyou when asking for
something. This also encourages confidence and encourages the
childrenés I anguage skills

Through different experiences the children start to learn sharing and
turn taking. The children are starting to really develop this. They are
starting to use their words when wanting to play with toys that they
friends have and they will come and ask their carers if they can have a

go.

We are focusing on the childreno
children to assist with packing up the room before transition times like
picking up they toys from the floor, placing toys in the tubs and moving
the cushions so that we can start preparing for sleep time. The children
are also beginning to undress themselves before sleep and dress
themselves after sleep; most of the children are starting to get the

hang of this. To make this experience easier on children please dress
them in clothes that are easy for them to put on and shoes that they
can undo and do up themselves. This allows the children to feel
confident within themselves and also develops their self esteem.

A warm welcome to all the children who have moved up to the Junior
Kinder room as well as all the new children who have started at fox
kids, we look forward to watching you all grow and develop into
confident children who are keen to explore there environment and also
building positive and strong relationships with all parents as well as
existing families in the centre.

We have been focusing on sharing skills and using our manners when
talking to our friends and teachers at fox kids. Encouraging not to use
there hands and feet when they are feeling angry.
