REFERRAL REWARDS 
Just a reminder to everyone that if you refer a family 
to the centre that you will be entitled to a credit to 
your account of $100.  There are some conditions 
that apply including: that the new family must enrol 
for at least 1 full day session per week and it must be 
for a continuous 4 weeks.  After this time your credit 
will be applied to your account.  
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PEANUT BUTTER 
Please remember that our centre prefers for parents 
not to provide food which contain peanut s as this 
could cause serious risk to any child with an 
undiagnosed allergy to peanuts.  Our centre has a  
‘No peanut’ policy in place effective immediately.  
More information about the serio usness of the peanut 
allergy problem have been added to this newsletter.

 ABSENT DAYS 
Just a reminder to parents to continually check your 
child’s absence record on the bottom of your 
statements as this will inform you of how many 
absence days you have used for this financial year.  
Children who have a large number of absences 
including holidays, public holiday or sick days (to list a 
few) will need to ensure that you don’t go over the 42 
days that Centrelink will pay your CCB.  If you do go 
over the 42 absence days Centrelink will not pay CCB 
for any absence days thereafter and you will be liable 
for full fees.  If you have any queries regarding the 42 
absence days please do not hesitate to see me. 
 
LICENSED FROM 6AM – 6PM  
Please remember that not only are our opening hours 
6am – 6pm but our centre is only licensed to accept 
children from 6am in the morning.  This means that 
families are not able to enter the premises before 
6am due to licensing requirements and insurance 
purposes.   
 
 
CLOTHING  
As the weather is cooling down we ask that you 
ensure that there are plenty of warm clothes for your 
child to wear in the event that the clothes they are 
wearing become wet.  Please also remember to put 
shoes that are appropriate on your child as their little 
feet get very cold especially when they are playing 
outside. 
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CHILDREN’S SHOWS  
Each month we have a special event on for the 
children to enjoy.  We try to organise a variety of 
entertainment for the children that sometimes 
includes inviting special performers to the centre.  
Usually this is an additional cost to parents but is 
always at a low cost.   We do ask that parents please 
pay for the paid entertainment prior  to the day (at 
the very latest) as we are required to pay for the 
show that day.  Please remember that the cost of the 
show should be paid in CASH.  All forms need to be 
returned as well giving your permission for your child 
to attend the show.  Your help in this matter would be 
greatly appreciated. PRIOR to the show  as we no 
longer have access to a cheque book and will have to 
pay for the show on the day.  
 
HEALTHY FOOD 

It has been brought to my attention that parents are 
providing their children with foods that are far from 
healthy and it is our policy that ONLY healthy foods 
be consumed at meal times here at the centre.  If you 
have not recently read our ‘Nutrition and healthy 
eating’ policy I have added it to this newsletter for 
your information.  Here at Petrie Early Learning 
Centre we try to promote healthy eating and good 
food choices that children will continue with 
throughout their life and we would appreciate it i f you 
would assist us in this important matter.
